Cllr. Jones drew attention to the dangerous situation at the junction of Rosemary Lane and Burton Road which, since the building of the new houses on the former Nursery site, has produced a blind junction. Vehicles travelling at speed along Burton Road present a serious hazard.

It was also reported that milk lorries are travelling through the village at 11pm nightly at excessive  speeds and that the 7.5 tons Gross Vehicle weight on New Bridge, Holt Road is being infringed by some milk lorries.

i. Insurance  - The Policy has been expanded to include the Burton Memorial and Hedge/grass  cutting equipment
ii. Recreation Ground sub committee. Work is proceeding on obtaining grant funding for the upgrading of the Recreation Ground.
iii. Playdale Multi swing-  Wrexham County Borough Council inspected the unit and  produced a number of defects which are being investigated by Playdale

iv. Contracts of employment for staff  have been produced by Cllr. Pace.
v. Awards to local people for services to the village. To be considered in the coming weeks.
vi. The celebration of the 90th Birthday of H.M Queen. A number of suggestions were made but it was decided to ask Mr. Simon O’Rourke, wood carver, if he could produce a suitable carving to commemorate this event. It was suggested that £ 2,000 should be provisionally allocated.

vii. An attempt will be made to obtain alternative quotations for the cutting of grass and the other functions in this category.
viii. The wall on Llay Road, below Strathalyn is in a dangerous condition. Cllr. Jones advised that Wrexham County Borough Council has no powers to repair it. The owner is believed to be the Lewis Ice Cream Company which will be contacted.
