b. Mr. Dennis Owens. Re Planning Application for New Housing in Llay.
Mr. Owens explained that a Planning application has been submitted to Llay CC. to build 365 houses on land bounded by the Straight Mile and Gresford Road in Llay and seeks the support of this Council in objecting to it.
This development is considered to be totally inappropriate for the reason that the infrastructure of the area cannot cope with such an increase in the population, principally in matters of the shortage of school places for children, medical services and the road network with particular reference to its impact on the B5102 road between Rossett and Llay, This road is particularly congested already at peak times having an adverse effect on the businesses on the Llay Industrial Estate.
The Council decided to support the objection.

c. C.B. Cllr. J.H. Jones

· The 20mph speed limit outside Darland School is scheduled to start this week.

· The Golden Groves Inn. It is believed that there is a proposal to demolish the building and replace it with 2 houses.  Since it is not ’Listed’ an approach will be made to CADW to enquire if this can be arranged, since the Inn dates back to 13th Century.

· Speed warning signs on Burton Road. The local residents have objected to this proposal, discussion are on-going.
d. Community Councillors

Cllr. Parrington reported that there is a proposal to build new houses at the rear of the Golden Lion Inn. The land is owned by the Welsh Assembly Government and has been offered to Wrexham CBC for the building of ‘Affordable Housing’.  A suggestion had been made that some of the land could be considered for a new Health Centre.

NRW intends to raise the profile of Flooding problems in Rossett and as part of this exercise hopes they can encourage some local residents to volunteer as Flood Wardens.
