 APOLOGIES: Cllr Hugh Jones. These were received and accepted.

Cllr Parrington welcomed Richard Huxley to the meeting as Clerk. Richard has agreed to attend meetings and take the minutes for an initial period during Brian's absence. The council wished to record its best wishes to Brian following an operation.  

NAT WEST BANK BRANCH CLOSURE

Cllr Parrington welcomed representatives of the NatWest bank who had been invited following the  the decision to close the branch in Rossett in September 2015. Mark Goodlis referred to the changing needs of customers but insisted that the bank wished to remain a part of the community and explained what was described as the "leave behind plan". This included a mobile banking service once a week outside the Golden Lion. Cllr Parrington declared an interest in that decision as Manager of the Golden Lion which was recorded. tHE He described negotiations taking place with the Post Office as positive as it was likely that the Post Office would be taking on 90% of the current activity of the branch. Councillors were reassured that this might mean the future of the Post Office was more certain. The representatives were pressed on the longstanding need in Rossett for a 24/7 cash machine and in response they said that there were discussions ongoing with the Village Store. They agreed to keep the Community Council informed of developments.  Cllr Parrington thanked them for their contribution to the meeting.
POLICE REPORT 

 PCSO Heron updated the Council on recent developments and distributed her report. This included the recent use of the speed gun on Burton Road. The continuing problem of parking on the pavement in Station Road was being monitored and she referred to the possibility of adopting a 20mph speed limit on that road. In response to a previous question, she clarified that the most instances being reported were on Harwoods Lane, Rossett Road and Burton Road. Cllr Montgomery expressed concern at the parking of an Ice Cream Van outside St Peter's School and children walking round it at the end of the school day. It was agreed to follow this up.
Cllr Parrington thanked her for the report.

1  MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING
There had been received and were agreed as a correct record.

2    ACTION POINTS FROM THE LAST MEETING
· Cllr Montgomery clarified the position regarding the role of the St Peter's School Governor

· Cllr Smith had spoken to the Bangor on Dee Wardens but they had not been able to provide him with any further contact details. He agreed to continue to pursue the matter.

· Cllr Parrington had looked into website and dual language requirements. It was reported that One Voice Wales are already doing this for other Community Councils in Wales and it was agreed to make more investigations.
· Cllr Guest reported that a meeting about the Flood Warning System is to take place on 2nd  July

3    WRITTEN REPORT FROM COUNTY BOROUGH COUNCILLOR HUGH JONES

· A meeting for Station Road residents with senior Highways Officers had been held which enabled them to raise their concerns about traffic and parking.
· The Burton Road speed awareness sign is due to be commissioned today (17 June)
· Darland Golf Course - Contractors have opened up the footpath through the woods and new signs will be erected. A waste bin for dog walkers to use has also been installed.
· The anticipated move of the Lavister Bus Stop should take place following the completion of the A483/55 works.
· There will be a number of works associated with High Speed Broadband carried out in the coming weeks which have been on hold due to the moratorium on roadworks in the village during the A483 scheme which has inevitably slowed down the delivery of HSB to parts of the Village. Where possible the work will be carried out on Sundays to minimise the impact.
· The area Highways Manager and I have identified the three worst roads as Darland Lane, Stringers Lane and The Golly. Work should be scheduled during the current financial year.
·  I will be meeting the Nat West Area Manager to ascertain what benefits will be available as a result of the closure of the Rossett branch. The Post Office is expected to pick up a high percentage of  business which may secure the future of a full service Post Office in Rossett.

6     MATTERS FOR DISCUSSION
· The adoption of double yellow lines outside Spar was discussed. Cllr Parrington agreed to email Cllr Jones. ACTION: AP 

· Grass Cutting - It was reported that a number of areas hadn't been completed which included Rosemary Lane (including the corner), Gamford Land and Croes Howell Lane. Cllr Parrington agreed to follow this up.  ACTION: AP 

· Cllr Guest reported on a meeting of the Community Forum which he had attended.  There was a general view that the views and needs of rural communities were neglected. It was felt that it would be beneficial for Community Councils to identify their own priorities. He reported that Wrexham BC were enlarging their on line facilities and it had been noted that Contact Wrexham should be used and not individual officers. He also reported on the possibility of grants being made available to Community Councils and he agreed to pursue the issue with Cllr Jones.  ACTION: CG
· Planters - Cllrs expressed disappointment at the standard of the planters throughout the village. It was agreed to check when the current contract with Urban Planters expires and to seek a discount on the current service.   ACTION: AP

· Cover for the Community Council stand at the Village Festival was discussed and agreed.

· Toilets and Park - Cllrs expressed their concern about the condition of the building and the monitoring of cleaning and general maintenance. The cost of this provision was increasingly a factor and Councillors agreed to give some thought to alternative uses for the building. It was agreed to consult with residents via Essentials and the stand at the Village Festival to ascertain the views about continuing this facility. ACTION : WP.

It was agreed that there is a need to re-affirm the role and expectations of the Park Warden and the process for leave arrangements and subsequent cover.  Cllr Parrington agreed to follow this up and report back to the next meeting. ACTION: AP 
· Rossett Station - Cllr Jones reported that Network Rail had agreed to carry out replanting where a dumper truck had been used to gain access to the site beyond the underpass.  
· Cllr Montgomery reported on progress re the refurbishment of the park facilities and gave an update on available playground equipment. It was planned to send a letter to all residents close to the park about any proposed upgrade. 
·  Balfour Trust - Cllr Parrington expressed a wish to understand the purposes of the Trust and their accounts as a result of the sale of the Cocoa Rooms. He agreed to continue to pursue this matter and would send a letter to all the trustees and look at the possibility of the Community Council applying for any available funding.   ACTION: AP

· Councillors were reminded that the annual Village Tidy Up was scheduled for the morning of Saturday 4 July. It was agreed that the same arrangements as in previous years would apply. Cllr Parrington agreed to produce some posters. ACTION: AP 
· Cllr Cade agreed to make some new signage to inform residents of the meeting.  ACTION: PC
