a. Mrs Helen Pierce wished to obtain an update on the Network Rail operations at Broad Oak Crossing.

· The Lavister Bus Stop will be relocated in August 2015

· Hedge cutting carried out by Wrexham County Borough Council will not take between 31st March and 31st August due to nesting birds unless public safety is at risk. E.g. along parts of Burton Road.

· Estate Agents will be challenged when notices of house sales etc. ae displayed on the river bridge

· Cllr. Guest enquired if grants are available from Wrexham County Borough Council towards to refurbishment of the Recreation Ground. To be investigated.
Community Councillors
· Cllr. Cade reported that the crossbar on one of the goals in the Recreation Ground had broken and fallen to the ground. It will be repaired at a cost of approx. £150. Approved.

· Cllr. Guest reported that overgrown footpaths will be dealt with by Wrexham County Borough Council.
Floods Partnership
· Cllr. Dolan reported that he had patrolled the length of the river allocated to him and it was totally covered in weed.

· Cllr. Smith reported that a meeting of the Floods Partnership will be held on 3rd August 2015.

Matters for Discussion

Community Council web site. It is now a legal requirement that every Community Council in Wales shall have web site. A company recommended by One Voice Wales will be contacted with a view to achieving this objective for Rossett.
Playgrounds. The annual Inspection has been carried out on the 3 Playgrounds and there are no items which require immediate attention.

The Planters and tubs have not been up to the standard expected and the contractor will be contacted.

Christmas tree 2015. It was suggested that the Natwest Bank may be prepared to sponsor the Christmas tree for 2015 and possibly in perpetuity, as a gesture of goodwill in view of the Rossett bank being closed.

The Village litter pick in July was fairly successful.

There is a hole in the recreation ground fence leading on to Chester Road which will be repaired.

The toilets. There was a consensus opinion surveyed at the St. Peter’s school; fete that the toilets should remain in their present form and remain open.

Cllr. Harmer advised that he knows of a person who is expert at applying for grants for such as the Recreation ground should such assistance be required.
