County Borough Councillor J.H. Jones, (Written Report.)
· Following the public meeting Wrexham County Borough Council is proposing to adopt the unadopted section of Station Road in front of the 7 houses opposite the Doctors surgery.   ‘H’ bars will be painted on the road outside their drives.

The staffs at the Doctors and dentists are believed to be parking their cars on Station road restricting parking space for clients. A traffic survey is to be carried out to investigate this problem.
·  Photographs have been sent to Network Rail showing several of its worker’s cars parked in Station Road.
· Mr. Dylan Jones is the new Street Scene co-ordinator from Wrexham County Borough Council.
· The closure of Broadoak Railway Crossing will take place between 23rd October and 6th November.

· The large hole in the road at the car park entrance has been repaired.

· A response is awaited from the new owners of the land at Alyn Drive with regard to the dedication of the footpath. If nothing happens within the next 4 weeks the residents group will be asked to initiate the process for a change of the definitive map.
· ‘Free Energy’. Lower Park Farm already has one aerobic digester and has plans to build another one at the neighbouring farm. This will be explained at the next meeting of the Council.

Community Councillors
· Cllr. Bassett reported that some parts of the Village are now equipped with High Speed Broadband, these are the areas covered by six of the ten exchange boxes in the area – numbers 3,4,5,7,8, & 9. Numbers 1&2 which cover a good length of Chester Road, Station Road, Burton Road and small developments adjoining these roads not yet so equipped. He is very concerned that there would not appear to be any immediate prospects of this happening and subject to confirming whether Hugh Jones is presently dealing with this, he has offered to contact the relevant bodies – Superfast Cymru / Open Reach etc. to determine the up to date position.

· Cllr. Smith suggests that the road markings outside The Spar shop require being such that they make provision for wheel chair users to gain access to the shop. Mr. Bill Boden, himself a wheelchair user, raised this issue since he is not able to enter the shop. The matter has been referred to Cllr. Hugh Jones for referral to Wrexham Highways.

Floods Partnership
A new Flood Plan has been produced by NRW which includes Manor Lane. Leaflets will be produced for distribution in the near future.

The foundation of the  wall at the weir in Burton Road is believed to have been damaged,. It will be surveyed by Wrexham County Borough Council in September.

Matters for Discussion
· Possible closure of the Post Office. Whereas the future of the Post Office has yet to be decided, it is of utmost concern that it should be retained and provide the banking facilities previously provided by the Natwest Bank which will close in September.
Cllr. J.H. Jones intends to enlist the support of the M.P. and A.M.’s in support of this matter.
· The Village Institute re Balfour Trust. Mr. David Parry is to resign as a Trustee of the Village Institute Trust and steps will be taken to attempt to replace him with a Community Councillor. Mr. Parry has informed the Council that a meeting is planned for September 2015. Cllr. Parrington will E Mail the remaining Trustees in an attempt to obtain up to date information as to the activities of the Trust.
· Christmas tree 2015 .Natwest Bank asked to sponsor. Letter sent 21st July. No reply received.

Mrs. Barbara Cooper Poole, Chairman of the Village Festival Committee will be asked to invite representation from the Community Council to attend any meeting which is convened to discuss the arrangements for the Christmas celebrations.
‘Vivid’ of Chester Road, Wrexham supplied to Gresford Tree in 2014 at a cost of  


£ 120. To be invited to quote for supply, delivery and erection for 2015.

· Web   Site. Vision ICT can  produce a web site and provide information as to its modification/addition etc. Cost £ 500. Other parties will be invited to provide quotations for a dual language web site which is user friendly to be updated by a member of the Council or Clerk.
· Village Festival. Cllr. Parrington will man the Community Council stall up to 2 pm .Cllr. Bassett will also man the stall along with others..
· The Planters. There is dissatisfaction with the planters and tubs this year. Urban Planters Ltd has explained that this has been due to weather conditions in June and a poor choice of plants.
Mrs. Maurice-Jones has expressed an interest in quoting for next year.
· Greenfields Playground. A replacement is required to replace the item which was recently deemed to be rotten and removed.

· In November 2014 the Council received a letter from a Mr. Pretsell stating that he had cut himself badly resulting from doing a summersault on the grass and coming into contact with a piece of glass.

He said he would make a claim for damages against the Council.

The matter is being dealt with by the Council’s Insurers.

· Village litter pick. The next pick was agreed for Saturday 26th September., between 10.0am and Noon starting at the Village Hall.  As many people as possible will be invited to take part.
