Community Councillors
· Cllr. Smith expressed concern that there are no road markings outside The Spar store to permit wheel chair users to enter it. Vehicles are being parked erratically restricting the access to the store and Post Office. It is understood that Cllr. J.H. Jones has arranged a Traffic Survey and he will be asked to publish it’s findings to Councillors.. Of particular concern was an incident on 9th October witnessed by Cllr. Smith in which Station Road was greatly over parked by double parking and on pavements. Into this came an Ambulance Blue lights responding to an emergency at the Hairdressers producing a chaotic situation.
The flower barrel at the weir has been demolished by an HGV. To be replaced.

The wall at Cam yr Alyn has been demolished by an HGV. Police will not be involved. 

· Cllr. Guest has attended a meeting of the Town and Community Councils Forum at which ‘The enabling Grants’ scheme was launched. This relates to grants and loans being made available to bring to life ideas which will iprove Communities. This will be publicised.

· Cllr. Pace is drawing up Employment contracts for the Clerk and Park Warden

· Park Warden. Mr. T. price has been appointed. as from 26th October 2015
4. Matter for Discussion

· The Post Office. The future functions of the Post Office have  not yet been decided. It is hoped that it will perform most of the functions previously handled by the Bank, which has now closed.. Discussions are ongoing between the Chairman and the Post Office.

· Upgrade of the Recreation grounds. Advice is being sought from ray Parrry Playgropunds ass to the most suitable equipment to install.. The users will be contacted when this information is to hand 

· Christmas 2015. A committee comprising representatives of the Festival committee, the Horticultural Society and the Community Council has met to discuss the details centred around the switching on of the lights and a Carol concert on 1st December 2015. Llr. Bassett will inform Mr. Mike Jones, School Governor of the arrangements for tis event with aview to involving pupils fro Darland School.
· Web site (Cllr. Bassett declared an interest in this topic and did not vote) .It was decided by a majority vote that Vision ICT would be appointed to produce a Rossett Community Council web site..Whilst this Company is not the cheapest it was considered that it was the best value for money. It has already produced web sites for over 4oo Community Councils throughout U.K. Cllr. Guest stated this his was a major task and it will take a considerable time to complete. A small team of members will decide on the format and content of the site.. 
The Planters. Helen Maurice Jones has been engaged to plant the tubs and beds with winter/spring flowering plants for the coming season.

A mature sycamore tree in the Recreation Ground is showing serious signs of decay and it was decided that it should be felled.
Nightingale House It was decided to make a donation of £270 towards the renovation of a children and young persons bereavement room

Darland School.
