3. Mr. D. Green. Resident of Harwoods Lane.
Addressed the meeting on his points of concern.

The Notice Boards are not up to date and should contain information re the telephone numbers of Local Services e.g Doctor and Dentist. 
Vehicles have been seen to be speeding vehicles in Harwoods lane, and other places.

A number of street lamps are out of service .The Clerk responded that all these have been reported to the Councils Contractor and are expected to restored to service with a few days.
4. County Borough Councillor J.H. Jones
A survey of the use of the Car Park revealed that several cars are parked for 10 hours per day. 380 vehicles have been observed travelling in the village at speeds in excess of what is safe but, not necessarily exceeding the Statutory speed limit. 20mph speed limits are being considered on some roads along with additional parking restrictions..

A  Traffic survey has been carried out in Station Road and consideration is being given to adding Double Yellow lines outside the Spar Store and the Doctors.
 Local Businesses will be asked to request their staff to use the Car Park rather than the roadside for parking of vehicles, wherever possible.
Network Rail site. There has been no infringement of noise regulations from the activities on the site. The rail improvement works are expected to over-run the initial programme due to a technical problem.. 
The Weir Wall. This wall belongs to Wrexham County Borough Council and is a Highway Wall not a Flood Retention wall. The responsibility for Flood Prevention lies with Natural Resources Wales (NRW). Some trees are to be removed to protect the wall.. Cllr. Smith pointed out that the risk of flooding has a detrimental effect on the Insurance Premiums payable by those who live in close proximity to it. NRW will be asked how and when it proposes to repair the wall to make it fit for purpose in serving as a Flood Defence wall.  
A new litter bin has been placed in Harwoods Lane.
5. Community Councillors
· Poppies. It was agreed that the poppies purchased for Remembrance Day should be funded by this Council and more will be purchased from the Royal British Legion next year

6. Matter for Discussion

· The Post Office.  It is expected that the Post Office will continue to perform its current functions for at least a further 2 years/

· Mr. Stuart Whiles is the Trustee of a significant some of money bequeathed to the Youth of The Village. He is concerned as to its future.
· The Institute. Nothing has been heard from the Trustees of the Institute as to its future now that the Bank has vacated the premises. Steps will be taken to try to establish the future intentions of the Trustees.

· The dying Sycamore tree in the Recreation Ground will be felled in the near future. Cllr. Parker will ask Mr. Simon O’Rourke if he would like to use the stump for a tree carving.

· Christmas 2015. A carol concert will be held on 1st December to which this Council has pledged £150 towards the costs. 

· The Rossett CC web site is being prepared and it was decided that those sections which are unlikely to change will have both English and Welsh translations. E.g. ‘Introduction’ and  ‘Who are we and what do we do’ The administrators will be Cllrs Guest, Pace, Parrington and The Clerk.
· Darland School. At the October meeting, Cllr. Bassett stated that he did not want to be the communications liaison between this Council and Darland School and invited volunteers to perform this role. No such volunteers were received. Cllr. Hugh Jones offered to perform the role for the time being but could not do so on a full time basis since it would involve a conflict of interest. The matter will be referred to the next meeting.

· Cllr. Bassett expressed concern that the matter of Finance was not considered, whereas all cheques for monies owed were approved and signed.

· Cllr. Smith expressed concern about the amount of money paid to Ashtree Services for grass cutting and other tasks.. He considers that it may be possible to responsibly  reduce this sum.

· Disabled access to The Spar store, What is needed is sufficient space for wheel chair users to be able to cross Station Road and gain access to the store which is not the case at present. It is not required to make space for Disabled parking.
