ii. County Borough Councillor .J.H. Jones.
· The Golden Groves. This is an 18th Century building which now bears little resemblance to the original and is in a very dilapidated state. CADW ‘De-listed’ it some years ago and will not consider ‘Re-listing’ it.

· Wrexham County Borough Council has held a workshop on the subject of ‘Unsocial Behaviour’

· Broad Oak railway crossing. No decision has yet been reached on the method but Network Rail intends to upgrade it.

· It is proposed to erect new fencing between the Scout Hut and The Bungalows in Station Road paid for from the Communities Funding Budget.
iii. Community Councillors
Cllr. Smith has successfully liased with Network Rail to repair the uneven footway at the level crossing in Station Road.

Cllr. Guest reported that the grassed area in front of Llyndir Hall Hotel is severely littered with cans etc. The Hotel will be asked to clear such rubbish on a regular basis.

The frontage and yard of The Butchers Arms is severely littered. The owners, Marston’s Brewery, will be asked to clear the area pending re-development of the premises.

Cllr. H.M. Jones has resigned from the Council for reasons of the pressures of his work.  However, he will continue to develop the Web site. The vacancy will be advertised.

iv. Floods Partnership.
Cllr. Smith reported that the wall at the Weir is the cause of concern to local residents since it is suspected to be parting from its footings. It has been established that the wall is the responsibility of Wrexham County Borough Council and will be closely inspected and repaired.
The potential failure of this wall is deemed to be a flood risk which can affect the insurance premiums of those living in the locality.

The flood plan has been modified to take this into account.
