3. County Borough Councillor J.H. Jones  

· Wrexham County Borough Council has produced a Local Development Plan which provides for the building of 11,000 dwellings between 2015 and 2018. Any Landowner will be able to submit his land for development. An example would be the former Darland Golf course albeit this would infringe the Green Barrier which would be a reason for objection.
· Former Rosemary Nurseries housing development gas tanks. Resulting from objections, the Planning application has now been amended such that provision is to be made for it to be possible to offload gas from road tankers by the removal of a wall within the development, thereby avoiding the need for tankers to park on Rosemary Lane..

· Speed limit on the narrow section of Harwoods Lane.. Whereas the recent traffic speed survey indicates that the average speed of vehicles on this section is 24 mph it is felt that a limit of 20mph should be imposed. Cllr. Fortune will organise an open meeting of the local residents to seek their views.

· Correspondence has been received from the Doctors advising that, financial restrictions and the loss of a Doctor have made it necessary to re-organise the surgery arrangements in respect of Rossett, Gresford and Llay. In future these practices will be administered as a single unit. A schedule of the new opening times has been published which is intended to provide an adequate service to patients.
· In conjunction with Street Scene an audit of road defects will be conducted in the near future.
4. . Flood Partnership


Cllr. Dolan reported that a hard copy of the Flood Plan has now been issued to Flood Wardens which is illogical in some cases. It allocates the responsibility for particular dwellings to individual wardens which bear no relevance to where the warden lives.

Structural Engineers have been seen at the weir, believed to be representing Natural Resources Wales

The Toilets. Mr. Terry Price, the Recreation Ground warden reported that he has reason to believe that the toilets are not being cleaned twice weekly as per the contract. Arrangements will be made to train him in the use of the CCTV system to enable him to monitor the situation.
